Your name should be clearly marked on each piece of work you submit, as well as any containers for that work.

Criteria
The criteria to be used in assessing the design tests are:

Demonstrated ability to complete the tasks

Individuality of expression

A creative approach to problem solving

The ability to develop design solutions

A well developed sense of tone and colour appreciation

The imaginative and innovative application of ideas

Clean and accurate skills in the presentation of work

An imaginative use of media (at least two different media should be demonstrated).

All selection criteria apply equally.
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
