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Selection criteria

Your application will be assessed using the following selection criteria:

¢ Displayed commitment to music theatre

¢ Ability to speak with appropriate expression

¢ Ability to move with appropriate expression

¢ Ability to communicate a sense of character

¢ Displayed aptitude for singing

Selection method

Your selection into this course will be based on the information provided on the TAFE NSW Application
Form, your performance in an initial audition plus a vocal pitching assessment and interview. Success to this
point will result in a further call-back group audition.

The initial audition compromises the following:

¢ A short monologue from a play, musical or movie

e A song of any genre

¢ An interview with discipline experts

The vocal assessment will test your ability to sing in unison with a tuned piano in both ascending and
descending order, using:

e A major scale
* A minor scale, and
¢ A pentatonic major scale

You will then be asked to sing the middle tone of three separate triadic chords - major, minor and
augmented as presented by tuned piano.

The call-back group audition will comprise the following:

e A demonstration of movement through a short dance call
